1. Pledge of Allegiance

Vice Chair Paul Branson called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m. with a
quorum present, and asked that Debbie Toth lead the PCC in the Pledge
of Allegiance.

2, Introductions
All present made self-introductions.

3. Public comment on issues not on the agenda

Debbie Toth mentioned the crab feed fund raiser scheduled for
February 10, 2007 and the raffle tickets being sold, to benefit the Mt.
Diablo Center for Adult Day Healthcare Program and Transportation
Program. She said that See’s candy would also be sold at the event.

4. Minutes of the November 20, 2006 PCC meeting
ACTION: Marvin Dyson moved to approve the minutes of November
20, 2006, seconded by Janet Abelson. The motion passed unanimously.

Paul Branson pointed out that Agenda Item #4 should actually have
referenced the November 20, 2006 Minutes and not September 25, 2006,
as was noted in error.

5. Presentation on SAFETEA-LU required coordinated human services —
transportation plan development, Nelson-Nygaard.

Richard Weiner from Nelson-Nygaard stated that his firm was hired by Metropolitan
Transportation Commission (MTC) to conduct a coordinated human services public
transportation plan, which is part of a national effort spurred by legislation to look at
overlapping needs and to develop strategies.

As part of a team of eleven, Mr. Weiner said that Nelson-Nygaard was doing outteach
in every county in the Bay Area during January and Febtruary to determine the
transportation needs of older adults, people with disabilities, and low-income
individuals, and to develop strategies for addressing those needs.

Mr. Weiner also introduced Mary Lou Laubscher, Seniotr Action Team Facilitator, and
Jan Garrett, Executive Director for the Center for Independent Living in
Betkeley/Oakland, and sub-contractor to Nelson-Nygaard for the disability portion of
the outreach effort, and Ms. Garrett’s assistant, Diane Willis. Mr. Weiner said that their
goal was to obtain as much feedback as possible to assist them in deciding which
strategies to adopt.

Jan Garret asked the PCC meeting attendees to break into small groups of 3 ot 4, and
asked the groups to detail input on mobility gaps in service (as described by Ms.
Laubscher and included in a meeting handout) and identify possible solutions on index
cards, which were distributed.

Mr. Weiner briefly discussed the list of evaluation criteria, which included the following
categories: Financial, Implementation, Transportation Benefits, and Community.

Janet Abelson said that she wanted to be sure that Seniors and the Disabled were not
excluded. Mr. Weiner confirmed that the effort would look at such individuals
throughout the county.

Ellen Paasch said that without funding soutrces, such efforts could not be fruitful.

Debbie Toth asked how the level of need would be evaluated, if for example those not
being served were in the minority? Mr. Weiner explained that the needs of those not
being served (the gaps) were very much of interest.

Cindy Dahlgren said that, as 2 founding member of Cal-ACT, she felt there needed to
be a focus on opportunities for coordination, and that the process was an opportunity
to get a handle on how and where improvements could be made.
