The services to be provided include ongoing support for the technical evaluation
and analysis of the Action Plans, preparing baseline tests for Action Plan
Objectives, developing forecasts using the TransCAD software, developing post
processing techniques, and reporting out modeling results to the Regional
Committees. Ability to articulate complex problems in lay-person terms before a
diverse audience is one of several key qualification described in the RFQ.

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Introduction

The Contra Costa Transportation Authority, through this request for qualifications (RFQ), is
seeking qualified consultants to provide Travel Demand Computer Modeling Support Services
for the Action Plan Updates. More specifically, selected consultants will be responsible for;

1. Preparing model runs using the Authority’s 2,656-zone Countywide TransCAD Model
(referred to hereinafter as “the Countywide Model™) in support of the Action Plans for
Routes of Regional Significance in West, Central, East, Tri-Valley and Lamorinda
subareas; and

2. Reporting out to the Action Plan consultants and the RTPC-TACs the results of those
modet runs with regard to achievement of performance measures; and

3. Developing and implementing post-processing techniques to generate performance-
related output data that are not readily available through the raw model output.

4. Assessing the impacts of planned development on the regional transportation system.

This work will be done in support of the 2007 Update to the Action Plans, and the 2008 Update
to the Countywide Comprehensive Transportation Plan (CTP).

The selection process will involve review of each consultant’s Statement of Qualifications, and
creation of an eligibility list. The most qualified firm/team will be selected to perform all or part
of the modeling work described below. We will also establish a pre-qualified eligibility list of
consulting firms/teams that CCTA may use in the future for these types of services. The list wili
remain active for a period of three years following approval of the list.

The s0Qs are due to CCTA no later than Wednesday, June 13, 2007 at 3:00pm; late submittals
will not be accepted. The $0Qs should respond to and present qualifications related to all or part
of the specific scope of services described below. Evaluation of $0Qs and selection of qualified
consultants will be performed as described in Section 7 below.

Section 1. General Information and Background

1.1. THE CONTRA COSTA TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY

The Contra Costa Transportation Authority was established in April 1989 to implement the
Measure C Transportation Improvement and Growth Management Program (GMP) passed by
the voters of Contra Costa in November 1988. The program consists of an Expenditure Plan of
$807 million (in 19888s) in projects and programs resulting from the collection of a one-half
percent sales tax. The Measure C Growth Management Program established a cooperative,
multi-jurisdictional process for managing growth on a countywide basis, while maintaining local
authority over land use decisions and the establishment of performance standards. In 2004, the
voters of Contra Costa approved Measure J, which extended the half-percent sales tax and con-
tinued, with some modifications, the GMP first established by Measure C.
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
