Amendment No. ! to the 2007 Measure J Strategic Plan reprograms $5.5
million from the Waterworld Parkway Bridge (Project 24008) to the
following new projects: 1) Ygnacio Valley Road Permanent Restoration
— Phase 2 (New Project 24027) ($3.5 million); 2) Clayton Rd/Treat Blvd/
Denkinger Rd Intersection Capacity (New Project 24028) ($2 million).
Both projects are within the City of Concord and will be funded from the
Major Streets category in Measure J. The amendment also reprograms
$3 million from the 1-680 Carpool Lane Gap Closure (Project 8001) to I-
680 SB Carpool Lane Extension (Restripe) from Livorna to 0.9 mile
north (New Project 8002).

TRANSPAC concurred with both amendment requests at its meeting on
February 21, 2008.

Adopt Resolution #08-08-P, which approves Amendment #1 to the 2007
Measure J Strategic Plan.

The proposed amendment has no impact on the Major Streets or the I-680
Carpool Lane Gap Closure funding categories in the Strategic Plan. It
accommodates the requests by reprogramming funds between projects in
the same category.

The APC could decide not to adopt Resolution #08-08-P at this time.

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Background

Ygnacio Valley Road Permanent Restoration (New Project 24027)

Ygnacio Valley Road is a route of regional significance and serves several cities in central Contra
Costa County. In March 2006, a part of the roadway was affected by a slide that prompted the
closure of a lane on Ygnacio Valley Road. The project geotechnical engineers have determined that
800 to 1000 feet of the hillside is marginally stable. Due to restrictions on the use of federal funds,
the City will begin restoration for 420 ft of the slide this summer (Phase 1) using a combination of

federal emergency relief, local and Measure C funds. Since the segment covered by the federal funds

is short of the 1000 ft identified, the City is proposing to complete the remaining permanent
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restoration work (Phase 2) using Measure J funds.

Clayton Rd/Treat Blvd/ Denkinger Rd Intersection Capacity (New Project 24028)

The subject intersection is located on a route of regional significance and carries heavy regional
traffic connecting to I-680. The project will upgrade the signal phasing at the intersection and widen
castbound Treat Blvd approach to include 2 left turn lanes, 2 through lanes and a right turn lane.

Waterworld Parkway Bridge (Project 24008)

This project will construct a 2 lane bridge over Walnut Creek connecting Waterworld Parkway with
Meridian Park Blvd. In addition to the $3.5 million from Measure J, the City plans on fully funding -
this project with a combination of traffic mitigation funds and Redevelopment Agency funds
including potential developer contributions.

1-680 SB Carpool Lane Extension (Restripe) (New Project 8602)

Through mainly restriping of the median, this project would extend the HOV lane northward on -
680 SB by 0.9 mile. The project will allow carpoolers to bypass currently congested mixed flow
lanes. Construction will be completed part of the I-680 Pavement Rehabilitation planned in Fall
2009.
