Contra Costa County has submitted its Calendar Years 2006 & 2007
Biennial Growth Management Program Compliance Checklist for allocation
of local street maintenance and improvement funds.

Staff recommends approval of the Contra Costa County’s GMP Compliance
Checklist and payment of approximately $2,388,000 in Fiscal Year (FY)
2007-08 Local Street Maintenance and Improvement funds to Contra Costa
County in July 2008, with a second (off year) payment of F'Y 08-09 funds on
the one-year anniversary of the first payment.

A total of $13,293,000 is estimated to be available for Local Street
Maintenance and Improvement funds in FY 2007-08, based on projected
sales tax receipts.

The Authority has the option to disapprove a checklist, request additional
information, such as an audit of a specific checklist question, grant
conditional approval, or otherwise apply flexibility to individual
circumstances.

Background

The Measure C Growth Management Program, as amended, requires that every two years the Authority
will review and allocate funds to cities and the county, subject to submission of a Statement of
Compliance by the local jurisdiction and findings made by the Authority.

The Biennial Compliance Checklist provides a vehicle for measuring local jurisdictions’ fulfillment of the
requirements of the Growth Management Program during the reporting period of Calendar Years 2006
and 2007. Jurisdictions in compliance will receive funds for local street maintenance and improvements
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annually, receiving the second-year’s funding on the one-year anniversary of the previous year’s
allocation.

A summary of the completed checklist submiited by the subject jurisdiction is attached. Staff
recommends approval of the jurisdiction’s Checklist and allocation of funds.

Citizens Advisory Committee Review

The full Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) reviewed Contra Costa County’s Checklist on March 26,
2008, and recommended approval.

Third Revision Housing Element Update
Contra Costa County submitted its new housing element to State Department of Housing and Community

Development (HCD) prior to the December 2001 deadline. In a letter dated March 26, 2002, HCD stated
that the jurisdiction’s adopted Housing Element complied with State law.

The jurisdiction regularly participated in RTPC meetings; the jurisdiction’s representative to the RTPC
regularly reported to the council on RTPC activities; and the jurisdiction made land use and traffic
data available for the countywide model.

Five-Year Capital Improvement Program: Complies
The jurisdiction has an adopted CIP that meets Measure C requirements.

Transportation Systems Management {TSM) Program: Complies

The jurisdiction has an adopted TSM Resolution or Ordinance that conforms with the Authority’s
Model TSM Resolution or Ordinance. (January 21, 2003)

Maintenance of Effort (MoE): Complies.

The jurisdiction met the MoE requirements of Measure C. The MoE requirement for the County is
$420,000 per year. Expenditures were $239,620 for FY 2005-06, and $610,818 for FY 2006-07 for a
two-year average of $425,219.
