September 17, 2007

1. Pledge of Allegiance

Paul Branson called the meeting to order (for Chair Jeanne Krieg, who
was unable to attend) at 2:02 p.m., without a quorum present. Francis
Masson led the PCC in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Introductions
All present made self-introductions.

3. Public comment on issues not on the agenda

Debbie Toth said that she would need to leave the meeting before
adjournment, because of another meeting she needed to attend. Since
she would not be ptesent for discussion of Agenda Item #10, Future
Agenda Items, Ms. Toth said that she said that she would like to
schedule a discussion of contractor screening protocols to ensure that
PCC standards were maintained, particularly with respect to service for
the disabled.

Ms. Toth also mentioned the Mt. Diablo Center for Adult Day Health
Care wine tasting fundraiser, scheduled for September 18, 2007.

4. Minutes of the July 16, 2007 PCC meeting.
Brenda Perry arrived at 2:09 p.m., creating a quorum present.
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ACTION: Janet Abelson moved to approve the Minutes of July 16,
2007, with the cotrection to Agenda Item #9 as per the discussion,
seconded by Marvin Dyson. The motion passed, with Marvin Dyson
and Debbie Toth abstaining.

Peter Engel mentioned that Susan Gallagher had e-mailed comments
about the Minutes (Agenda Item #9) which reflected that the SRAC had
not met in several months, when in fact they had met. It was
determined that her feedback related to a prior period. It was agreed
that the minutes should be revised to reflect that “due to a lack of
pressing items, the SRAC had not met recently.”

5. Consider New Member
ACTION: (None Taken)

Peter Engel stated that the PCC had received an application for
membertship, and that the Nominating Committee had scheduled a
meeting with the applicant for immediately prior to the PCC meeting.
Unfortunately, the applicant was ill and unable to meet with the
Nominating Committee.

Mr. Engel said that the Nominating Committee had met anyway, and had
a brief discussion about the entire process. It was decided that it was
awkward for interviews to occur immediately prior to the PCC meecting
at which an applicant’s membership application would be addressed.
Instead, Mr. Engel said that following receipt of a membership
application, the applicant would be invited to attend a PCC meeting.
After the PCC meeting, the applicant would be contacted to confirm
that they wished to pursue membership. Following a second PCC
meeting to which the applicant would be invited, the Nominating
Committee would interview the applicant, and then decide if
membership should be recommended to the full PCC.

Cindy Dahlgren asked about the rationale behind having the applicant
attend two PCC meetings as an observer. janet Abelson responded that
the ultimate goal would be to avoid quorum issues. She said that
following two meetings the applicant would have a much better feel for
whether they were truly interested and committed to membership.

Francis Masson asked if the Authority Board would need to approve
changes to the PCC member selection process, if modified. Peter Engel
stated that the Bylaws were general enough to allow the PCC
Nominating Committee to make a recommendation for membership to
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
