Detailed Summary of Revenue and Major Expenditures

Brief Description of Budget Line Items

The FY 2009-10 Proposed Budget details both expected revenues and anticipated expenditures,
as follows:

Brief Description of Budget Line Items

The FY 2009-10 Preliminary Budget details both expected revenues and appropriations, as
follows:

Revenues:

e Sales tax revenues are projected to be $64.3 million. This represents a decrease of 4.33%
compared to the revised mid-year budgeted amount of $67.5 million for FY 2008-09.
During the first three quarters of the fiscal year, we have seen a decrease of $5.8 million
or 10.3% in sales tax revenue in comparison to the prior year, due mainly to lower new
vehicle sales and construction. Although the economy appears to be finding a bottom as
median house prices stabilize and the stock market rebounds from the lows in March,
staff recommends a continued conservative approach and will continue to inform the
APC and the full Authority Board as new information arises.

¢ Investment income is projected to be $3.1 million. Interest income assumes that cash
flow will be consistent with project appropriations and decreasing interest rates. As of
March, the Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) interest rate was 1.91% which is a
decrease of 0.86% since the beginning of the fiscal year. An increase of $1.1 million
from the prior year is due to the interest income received from the issuance of the
Measure J bond.

e Surface Transportation Program (STP) funds for CMA activities are budgeted at
$505.000 and T-Plus for $420,000. The budget assumes that the funds from MTC can
be used for traditional CMA purposes. The majority of T-Plus funds will be passed
through local jurisdictions, although some can be used to reimburse staff time, STP
funds can also be used for T-Plus activities.

e Federal Demonstration Program funds totaling $800.000 are expected for 1-80 project
reimbursement. Demonstration Program funds for the I-80 Central Avenue interchange
improvement project.

e State Traffic Congestion Relief Program (TCRP) reimbursements are projected to be $1.5
- million. This constitutes the TCRP allocations for the SR 4 East widening project for
Team Track Construction and other associated UPRR improvements as specified in the
Construction and Maintenance Agreement.

o State Transportation Planning, Programming, and Monitoring {PPM) funds of $669.858
are included in the budget. The funds are for CMA activities related to STIP and STP
project monitoring and fund programming, and to fund staff time in preparing the PSRs.
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Contributions by CMA member agencies are fixed at $132.818. The member agencies
contribution is allocated to all the local jurisdictions based on budgeted costs less revenue
received from STP & PPM. This amount is capped and cannot exceed this amount.

Transportation for Clean Air (TFCA) revenues is projected to be $1.364 million. These
funds are for TFCA approved activities only, such as the regional rideshare program.

Regional Measure 2 (RM2) revenues are budgeted at $23.0 million. This represents
$882,702 for the Caldecott development work, $21.1 million for reimbursable work on
the SR4 East e BART structures and associated costs to provide a wider median for
eBART, $433,596 for the 1-680 HOV study, and $500,000 for the SR 4 East Widening.

Rental income of $182,000. This represents income from the public storage units owned
in the budget year.

Appropriations:

Authority staffing levels. The Authority’s authorized full time equivalents of 19 are fully
staffed.

Allocation of staff time. An allocation of staff time was developed for the budget. The
allocation plan estimates the proportion of each staff member’s time assigned to each of
the Authority tasks. Staff costs are apportioned to departments (or orgs), such as
administration, project management, programs, projects, and CMA functions.

Administrative salaries and benefits are $543,971. This represents .85%, which is below
the 1% limitation on Administrative salary and benefits costs established by Measure J.

Property rent and lease costs are $240,000. This includes the fixed office lease costs and
apportioned building operating costs.

Services and supplies costs overall decreased $162,490. The Authority has reduced the
budget for Attorney Fees and Specialized Printing to $96,750 and $36,500, respectively.

Fixed asset costs of $280,000. The Authority has budgeted $250,000 for remaining costs
related to the implementation of the New World financial system which the Authority
approved in the current fiscal year.

Project Management budget salary and benefits costs are $1.1 million consistent with the
prior year.

Base budget expenditures for Programs have increased $10.8 million based on budgeted
sales tax revenue projection and Measure J programs. The increase is due to the first full
fiscal year of Measure J programs. The programs range from Bus Transit, Commute
Alternative, Paratransit, Local Streets and Roads, Transportation for Livable Community
Project Grants, Express Bus and Safe Transportation for Children.

The overall budget for CMA activities is $3.5 million. The Authority has several studies

- continuing: 2009 CMP Update ($125,000), Decennial Model Update ($500,000),
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Measure J Express Bus Implementation Plan ($100,000), Action Plan Modeling
($240,000), and the CTP EIR ($250,000).

Debt Service Payments of $86.6 million. Commercial Paper for $70 million is planned to
be repaid from the issuance of the $200 million Measure J Bond. Also included is an
estimated interest expense of $16.4 million on the bond issuance.

Other Financing Sources — Measure ] Bond Issuance of $200 million and Transfers of
$207.1 million. Includes the issuance of the first Measure J bond for $200 million,
estimated reserve and cost of issuance for $22 million. Also included are transfers to the
Measure J Fund for repayment of Commercial Paper and project costs for $76 million.
The other financing sources (uses) section of the budget has been used in the past few
years to show the necessary interfund transfers. (For example, TFCA revenues must be
shown as a special revenue source, but since payments are made from the General Fund,
these revenues must be moved to the General Fund.) The two main transfers are for
carpool and local street and maintenance in the amount of $643,000 million and $12.9
million, respectively.

Project expenditures are as follows. Project costs have increased by $43.6 million from
FY 2008-09. The following table shows the annual project expenditures, and describes
the main scheduled activities on each of the projects.

Last month, a preliminary budget was presented for review and comment.
Changes suggested by the APC have been incorporated, and are highlighted
in the Discussion section below.,

This month, the FY 2009-10 Proposed Budget is presented for consideration
by the APC and then adoption by the Authority. A public hearing will

In summary:

¢ Total revenues are $96.0 million, total expenditures are $233.9 million.
The difference of $137.9 million will be funded by Measure J Bond
proceeds and previously accumulated Measure C sales tax revenues for
the projects.

¢ Sales tax revenues are $64.3 million, which represents about 67% of all
Authority revenues in the budget year.

¢ Expenditures for Projects, Programs and Planning are $107.2 million,
$35.0 million and $3.5 million respectively, and represent 62% of total
expenditures.

¢ The Authority is preparing to issue Measure J Bonds. The proceeds
will be used to repay the Commercial Paper, Measure C advances, and
project expendifures.

Background

In May, staff introduced the FY 2009-10 proposed budget to the APC and the Authority. The Authority
has set a public hearing for June 17, 2009 to adopt the budget.

Discussion

In November 1988, the voters in Contra Costa County approved Measure C fo provide fransportation
improvements over the next 20 years through a one-half of one percent sales tax. March 31, 2009 marked
the end of Measure C and the transition to Measure J. The proposed budget for FY 2009-10 reflects the
transition to Measure J along with its new projects and programs.

The budget period is the fiscal year from July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010. The budget includes the annual
operating costs for programs, project oversight and management, administrative functions, as well as for
regional planning, congestion management, and transportation demand management activities. Annual
capital project appropriations are included in the budget consistent with the adopted Measure C & Measure
J Strategic Plans. The budget also includes the issuance and debt service for the Measure J Bonds and
repayment of Commercial Paper used to advance Measure C and Measure J projects.

Following is a summary of the FY 2009-10 proposed budget, incorporating changes from staff based on
updated information and recommendations by the APC.

¢ Recommended Revisions

Since preparation of the preliminary budget in May, the following changes are necessary:
1. BART - East Contra Costa Extension: Staff presented a preliminary proposal to the Authority
at its May 20" meeting to amend the Strategic Plan by moving forward $20 million in Measure
J funds. The result is an increase in the FY 2009-10 proposed budget for $10 million.
2. The APC had an edit correction and requested a footnote detailing allocations for Safe
Transportation for Children in Exhibit 4, which has been incorporated in the proposed budget.

e FY 2009-10 Proposed Budget Summary

¢ Revenues. The primary source of Authority revenues is the half percent county sales tax directed
by Measure J. In FY 2009-10, sales tax revenues represent 67% of the Authority revenues. For a
number of transportation projects, the Authority pays contractor invoices with Measure C and
Measure J funds and is then reimbursed with federal, state, or local fransportation funds. In FY
2009-10, funds from federal, state, and local sources are expected to be 30% of Authority
revenues. Remaining revenues are investment income and miscellaneous revenues.

For FY 2009-10, the two largest categories of expenditures are project costs, and
debt service to repay Commercial Paper and estimated interest expenditures on the issuance of
bonds. In FY 2009-10, project costs and debt service represent 46% and 23% of expenditures,

Description of Exhibits

Exhibit 1 is a table showing Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balance for All Fund Types
and compares them to the FY 2007-08 Actual, Proposed and Amended FY 2008-09 Budget, and the
Estimated FY 2008-09 Amounts.

Exhibit 2 is a table showing Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balance. The Authority’s
finances are organized in “funds”, and are shown in a similar format to the Internal Accounting Report
(without the GASB 34 statement adjustments). The Retiree Health Care Internal Service Fund is no longer
shown in Exhibit 2. The Board approved the transfer of the funds to the CalPERS OBEB Trust and the
financial statement fund will be closed during FY 2008-09.

Exhibit 3 is a revenue line item budget detail for all funds with comparison to the Amended FY 2008-09
Budget.

Exhibit 4 is an expenditure line item budget detail for the Programs including Transportation for Clean Air
program (TFCA).

Exhibit 5 shows the line item expenditure budget detail for the Projects. Measure C and Measure J
projects are shown separately.

Exhibit 6 is an expendifure line item budget detail for General Administration and Project Management.
Authority-wide Services, Supplies, and Fixed Assets are usually contained in the Administration category.
