Summary of Issues | Amendment No. 1 to the 2008 Strategic Plan reprograms $2.02 million in
1988 dollars (or $3.82 million in escalated) from the SR4 East Widening -
Somersville to SR160 (1407) to SR4 East Widening - from Loveridge to
Somersville (1406).

The SR4 East Widening - from Loveridge to Somersville (1406) will be
ready for advertisement in July 2009 following the June allocation of STIP
funds by the California Transportation Commission (CTC). This
amendment is necessary to ensure that the project is fully funded based on
the final project cost estimate.

Recommendations | Adopt Resolution #09-19-P, which approves Amendment No. 1 to the 2008

Strategic Plan.
Financial The proposed amendment has no impact on the SR4 East and Commuterway
Implications funding categories in the Strategic Plan. It accommodates the requests by
reprogramming funds between projects in the same category.

Background

SR4 East Widening - from Loveridge to Somersville (1406)

This project will widen SR4 East from two to four lanes in each direction (including HOV lanes)
between Loveridge Road and Somersville Road. The project includes reconstruction of the
Loveridge Road interchange as well as a wide median to accommodate future mass transit.

Phase 1 of the project which constructed a new pump plant is now complete. Advertisement for the
widening of the mainline is expected to take place in July following the allocation of STIP funds by
the CTC. The mainline construction cost is now estimated at $124.890 million including $16.29
million for construction engineering/management. Several sources will fund the construction
including STIP - $32.035 million, federal earmark - $25.415 million, SLPP - $5.253 million, $44.13
million in RM2 funds, and $16.057 million in Measure C (including this amendment request).

SR4 East Widening - from Somersville to SR160 (1407)

This project will widen SR4 East from Somersville to SR160 from two to four lanes in each
direction including HOV and a wide median for transit from Somersville Rd to Hillcrest Avenue,
and from two to three lanes in each direction from Hillcrest to SR160.

The project is being funded with Measure C ($12.25 million), Measure J ($131 million), STIP ($40
million), CMIA ($85 million), ECCRFFA ($80 million) and Regional Measure 1/2 funds ($96

million), and federal earmark ($1.6 million). The project is in the design phase and a detailed project
estimate is still being refined. A request for a federal earmark from the next transportation act
reauthorization was submitted for the project.
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
