Park & Ride Patch for the CCTA Countywide Model

It has come to our attention that the Park & Ride algorithm in certain versions of the Authority’s TransCAD model may double count Park & Ride trips. The attached “patch” (CCTA_PnRfix.ZIP) corrects this error. We recommend that you replace the files in your TransCAD Add-in with the attached zipped files, re-run the model, and check Park & Ride assignments for reasonableness.  As some email filters may block the attachment, this patch is also downloadable from the Authority website at: http://ccta.net under Travel Demand Models. 
Background

The Authority’s Countywide travel demand forecasting model includes an algorithm for computing the number of trips generated by Park & Ride facilities.  Due to an error in the algorithm, in some cases the model may double count the number of Park & Ride trips.  The Authority’s modeling consultant, Dowling Associates, has prepared a “patch” available for download to correct this error.
Description of the Model “Patch”
The patch contains the following files:
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These files have been updated and uploaded in a zip file called CCTA_PnRfix.ZIP on the Authority’s website.
Whether the error exists in your model version or not, this patch may be safely implemented. Changing out the ‘CCTA_PnRfix’ files will not adversely affect model performance on versions of the model where the patch is not required.
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
