The Contra Costa Transportation Authority recently approved the release of the Measure C Growth
Management Program (GMP) Compliance Checklist covering Calendar Years 2006 and 2007. In order to
be eligible for receipt of Local Street Maintenance and Improvement Funds for FYs 2007-08 and 2008-09,
your jurisdiction will need to complete, and your Council or Board will need to approve the Checklist,
which may be submitted any time between now and June 30, 2009.

The CY 2006 & 2007 GMP Checklist is very similar to the previous biennial Checklist. The Checklist
questions correspond with the requirements of the Measure C Growth Management Program approved by
the voters of Contra Costa in November 1988, as amended by the Authority.

The Checklist may be completed by hand or electronically. Your Council/Board must approve the
completed Checklist and a signed or certified original should be transmitted to the Authority offices in
Pleasant Hill for processing. Barring special circumstances or issues regarding compliance, submittal of a
Checklist prior to the first Tuesday of the month will result in Authority approval by the 3" Wednesday of
the following month. This schedule allows time for review by the Authority’s Citizen’s Advisory
Committee (CAC).

Jurisdictions found in compliance for Calendar Years 2006 and 2007 will be granted funds for FY 2007-08
in accordance with the attached table. A total of approximately $13.3 million is available. However, the
exact allocation will be determined at the end of the Fiscal Year. Funds will be available for allocation
beginning July 1, 2008. The allocation date for FY 2008-09 funding will occur automatically on the one-
year anniversary of the FY 2007-2008 payment date.

We look forward to receiving your completed Growth Management Compliance Checklist. The attached
list of recipients to this memorandum indicates who received this notification. The Checklist is
downloadable in both Adobe Acrobat Reader® and Microsoft Word® format from our website
(www.ccta.net), or we can e-mail you a copy.

Background

To receive 18% Local Street Maintenance and Improvement funds, Measure C requires each
jurisdiction in Contra Costa to take several actions. These actions include adopting a Growth
Management Element that sets traffic level-of-service and facility performance standards, adopting
a development mitigation program, participating in cooperative planning to reduce traffic impacts,
developing a five-year capital improvement program, and addressing housing options and job
oppertunities,

Each jurisdiction should use the attached checklist to demonstrate how it complies with the
requirements of Measure C. In addition to filling out the checklist, local staff must prepare and
attach the detailed information that is requested in the attachments section. The completed
Checklist should be brought before the local Council/Beard for approval, and a fully executed,
signed original transmitted to the Authority. Once the Authority has received the completed
checklist, Authority staff will initiate the review process.

The Checklist will be reviewed by two of the authority’s standing committees; the Citizens
Advisory Committee (CAC), and the Planning Committee (PC). After approval from the CAC and
the PC, the Checklist is then reviewed and approved by the Authority. Upon approval of a
jurisdiction’s checklist, the Authority will allocate funds by formula in accordance with the table
in Exhibit 2. In Fiscal Year 2007-08, approximately $12.8 million will be allocated.

The Authority generally distributes the checklist by January 31 of even-numbered years.
Jurisdictions may submit their Checklists for review any time after January 2008. Jurisdictions are
eligible to receive 18 percent funds on July 1 following the close of each fiscal year, provided they
have demonstrated program comgpliance. If the jurisdiction cannot certify that it meets all of the
program requirements by June 30 of the year following the year that the checklist is issued, it
should prepare a “Statement of Progress™ outlining how it is working to meet those requirements.
