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Executive Summary

The Fleasant Hill Road Action Plan has been prepared by the City of Lafayette
under the direction of the Lamorinda Project Management Committee (LPMC)
and the Southwest Area Transportation Planning Committee (SWAT). This
chapter provides a summary description of the regional route, a brief description
of local neighborhood concerns and a summary of the recommendations of the
Action Plan. Recommendations include Traffic Service Objectives and

Implementation Actions.

DESCRIPTION OF THE REGIONAL ROUTE

The section of Pleasant Hill Road designated by the Contra Costa Transportation
Authority (CCTA) as a Route of Regional Significance begins at “State Route 24
in the City of Lafayette, proceeding north to Taylor Boulevard and continuing
north along Taylor Boulevard into the City of Pleasant Hill.”!

Pleasant Hill Road from SR 24 to its intersection with Taylor Boulevard is 1.95
miles in length. The pavement cross section is four lanes wide with separate left
turn lanes provided at major intersections. Average daily traffic on Pleasant Hill
Road between Deer Hill and Springhill Roads is about 39,500 vehicles per day.

Significant congestion exists for southbound traffic throughout the morning peak
period, from about 6:30 a.m. until about 9:00 a.m., for the entire length of the
roadway within the City of Lafayette. Significant afternoon peak period
congestion exists for northbound traffic between SR 24 and Deer Hill Road /
Stanley Boulevard. North of the Deer Hill Road / Stanley Boulevard intersection,

congestion is less severe in the afternoon peak hour.

LOCAL NEIGHBORHOOD CONCERNS

As well as functioning as a regional route, Pleasant Hill Road is an important

local street serving residential neighborhoods and public schools on both sides of

1 Contra Costa Transportation Authority, Resolution 95-01-G. February 15, 1995.
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
